World History Standards:

The class is considered an A-G class, which means that it is a necessary class to graduate high school and to apply to college. The 10th grade California History Standards are the basis of this class and all standards will be met by the end of this course.  

Classroom Rules:

Absences:

If you are absent, it is your responsibility to turn in any assignments that you have missed.

Tardies:

Detention will have to be served for any unexcused tardies. 

Bathroom:

Students will have to stay after class when using the restroom. This could include staying in during nutrition, lunch, or after school. The time that students will serve will be 5 minutes + the time spent using the restroom during class. Under no circumstances are students allowed to take their backpacks when using the restroom. 
Classroom Procedures:

Assignments

Homework/Class work – Classwork mainly consists of comprehensive worksheets titled exit slips. They are typically key terms, short answers, graphic organizers, charts, maps, flow charts, political cartoons, etc… They are usually due by the end of the period, however if there is not enough time in class; they are sometimes taken for homework. Study guides also count towards this category and are usually given right before a unit test to give students extra practice for preparation. 
Cornell notes – This note-book is the staple assignment for the class. It is worth the most and students will use it everyday. Students take notes and come up with three questions per page of notes and are required to do a summary for each section of notes. This note-book is checked bi-weekly and is the resource that will be referred to when studying for a quiz or unit test. This is the daily homework assignment for all World History Honors students. 

Quizzes – The quizzes are given every 2-3 weeks and are usually formatted in a similar fashion. It is always out of 20 possible points and the minimum passing grade is a 14/20. Students can come after school during office hours to re-take these quizzes as many times as they want. The higher score will be taken. 

Unit Tests- The unit tests are usually comprised of similar questions from the quizzes and exit slips. A study guide will be given to the students a week before the unit exam to prepare students. The unit tests cannot be retaken and students will be stuck with the score that they earned. 
Projects – Students will usually work in groups for these projects and will collaborate with one another to demonstrate their understanding of the topic. This is usually done through posters, PowerPoint, timelines, essays, etc… All projects have a presentation component and all groups are expected to present at the end of the project. 
QW Note-book – Students have writing prompts that are very content specific everyday. Students usually use this activity to brainstorm, justify their thinking, and discuss their thoughts. This note-book is collected bi-weekly and is a great study tool for quizzes and unit tests. 

***Late Work will be accepted*** If you were absent, your late work must be turned in on the day that you return to school. Any other late work must be approved by Mr. Te in order for you to get full credit.
